
 People have asked if I was well rested 
after sabbatical. While I did find rest 
during periods of the Sabbatical, over 
all rest was not the main objective.  
Mind renewal and direction was the 
main objective. The first three weeks of 
the assignment were devoted to      
solitude. During this time, I read seven 
books on Church or Christian Develop-
ment. I read and meditated on nine 
books of the Bible. I was able to spend 
time fasting and praying. This time was 
a real blessing. It gave me time to do 
things that often are pushed on the 
back burner due to more pressing 
things. During this portion of the     
Sabbatical I learned a number of 
things. I also used Sunday Mornings 
during the entire Sabbatical to visit 
churches in our area. I wanted to find 
out how Wiltsie is unique. I would like 
to take this time to share some things I 
learned. 
I discovered that there tends to be two 
types of churche; Temple Churches 
and House Churches.  A Temple 
Church tends to be about the big  
Worship event on Sunday. They try to 
attract people through programs and 
then hope to keep them. The House 
Church tends to be about the relation-
ships and rejecting programs and 
structures. I believe we at Wiltsie need 
to harness the strengths of both.  Our 
focus is to develop people toward a 
strong relationship with God through 
programming that focuses on the de-
velopmental aspects and not numbers. 
This developmental process should 
help people to discover their Identity, 
stretch their Capacity, and reach their 
Destiny. This process is better 
achieved with one on one, life on life. 
We need to be intentional about devel-
oping people to their giftedness and 

not to the needs in our church program-
ming. 
Another concept I learned is that 
Churches unknowingly focus on the front 
door. They, through their programming or 
resources, try to get more people to 
come through the front door. Often un-
aware of the back door that people are 
using. If intentional focus is given to de-
veloping people, then relationships will 
form and people will find out how God 
has gifted them to fit in the Body of 
Christ. While this has not traditionally 
been a problem at Wiltsie it is becoming 
greater as we grow. 
The final component of this Sabbatical 
was to visit churches in our “target” area. 
I believe we as a church are just a part of 
the bigger body of Christ in our region. I 
wanted to visit churches in our target 
area to see how we fit in. While the study 
of this component will be on going, it  
afforded me the opportunity to observe a 
few things. We at Wiltsie need to provide 
a strong focus on adoring the King.  
Sunday Worship service should not be 
the main church event and cluttered with 
items of interest. We should use this time 
to celebrate all that God has done, is do-
ing, and will do in the future. A strong fo-
cus should be given to how we as “The 
Church” apply what has been downloaded. 
 

In short, God is calling us to develop peo-

ple. Look around and ask yourself who is 

God laying on your heart and how can 

you help develop them? What will they 

look like when they are developed? What 

tools do you need to develop them? In 

Matthew 9:38, Jesus tells His Disciples to 

pray for more workers not more harvest. I 

think our prayer and actions should      

reflect Christ’s call for more workers. 

Let’s pray and work to that end.

“Camp Bucks” can earn up to $10.00 per month for 
the months of September through June (for a total of $100.00) towards attending an approved 
Church Camp.  Camp Bucks forms are on the entryway table.  They can be filled out for acts 
of service that our kids do at church or in the community that help to further God’s Kingdom 
and the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  Examples may include; setting up or taking down for fellow-
ship events, ushering, greeting, working in the nursery, helping an elderly neighbor, helping 

cook or clean for a sick person, or working at a work day at church. There are hundreds of possibilities! 
The church will also give a camp gift of $100.00 for each child who attends at Wiltsie who would like to 
attend camp. Between these two avenues most camps are over half paid for. There are camps within two 
hours that would be completely covered. Get started with your Camp Buck Sheets today!  Wiltsie wants 
kids to go to camp!  
In July, 19 people from Wiltsie headed to the Adirondacks for a week at Word of Life Campground. For a 
week, the adults had two Bible teachers each morning to hear while kids (birth through preteen) had a 
 bible school type program to attend. Teens attended their own program.  Afternoons and evenings the 
family chooses  from an array of activities like swimming in the pool to water sliding, tubing, putt putt,  
canoeing, going to the petting zoo, or just relaxing. There are tent sites, RV sites, primitive cabins, full  
service cabins or an inn to accommodate everyone’s choices.  All activities are 
 included in the week’s rate. If you are interested in going with us next year, Ken 
Hamm will be speaking on creation July 7-14, 2012.  See the Bensons or the 
Linders.  There are seven other weeks to choose from also.  Come and get 
refreshed – physically and spiritually.

In the spring, Wiltsie Church sent a 
couple of teams to North Carolina to 
help with the construction of a     
dormitory for Equip Ministries. I had 
a desire to go on one of these 
teams. However, my work schedule 
would not allow me the time.  On a 
Sunday evening, Wendy and I 
prayed about the possibility of me 
being able to go on some kind of 
mission trip. The very next day my 
friend Harold Nichols, a missionary 
in Jamaica, called and asked me if I 
would consider being on a team  
going to Jamaica in  August? I told 
him I would think about it and we 
would pray about it. The next night 
we prayed for confirmation that I 
should go on this trip. The very next 
day an   informational post card 
came in the mail about applying for 
a passport. God had answered our 
prayers, and quickly!  The mission 
that Harold and Teri Nichols work 
with is TEAMS for Medical          
Missions, based out of Allentown, 
Pennsylvania. Their director is Ray 
Shive. The team of 17 who went in 
August consisted of: 4 men on the 
building team, 3 doctors, 3 nurses, 3 
pharmacists, 2 teachers, 1 medical 
records person, and Ray Shive. We 
arrived in Montego Bay, Jamaica in 
the    afternoon on Saturday, August 
6th. Harold and Teri’s mission house 
is about a 90 minute drive up the 
coast. The house is great, with room 
to sleep all 17 of us. All of our meals 

were served outside under the cov-
ered veranda with a view of the 
ocean. We were fed very well while 
there and had many different local 
foods. I tried every single thing they 
offered, and the only thing I didn’t 
l i k e  w e r e  t h e  m a n g o s .                                          
On Sunday, we went to church at 
Jacks River. Then, in the late   after-
noon we all went to a small resort 
for swimming and pizza. On      
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and 
part of Thursday, we built a 6 x 16 
addition on to the home of Blossom 
Hinds and her family. Then we tore 
old plywood siding off the whole 
house and put Texture 1-11 on it. 
We added 4 new windows (no 
glass, just louvers) 2 new doors, 
soffits, and about half of the roof 
received new zinc. We built a bunk 
bed out of 2x4s and built a wall be-
tween a bedroom and the bathroom. 
A toilet was installed and a Jamai-
can friend built a shower base out of 
concrete. The family had never had 
a toilet in the house before. Each 
one of the men from the building 
team took turns sharing a Bible 
reading with the people gathered at 
the building site every morning.  
Some of the kids and a couple of 
young men helped with the building. 
The kids just wanted to pound in 
nails.  And if you  weren’t watching, 
they would take your hammer and 
nails.  Along the front wall, there 
ended up being about 300 extra 
nails along the bottom! The kids 
painted the whole house blue with 
“teenage pink” trim, a popular color 
scheme in Jamaica. On Thursday 
morning. we finished the house and 
then went to Ocho Rio to work on  
finishing some projects for a young 
man and his family. I was able to in-
stall ceramic on a kitchen counter 
about 5 feet long with a sink. We used 
leftover tiles that were 3 different col-
ors. On Friday, we were able to go 
around and just do a few repairs for 
people. The medical team went to 
different churches all week where 
they would set up their clinic and then 
see patients. Someone did medical 
records, the nurses screened and 
helped patients, the doctors would 
examine patients, and the pharma-
cists gave out prescriptions. They 
treated about 650   patients and filled 
many prescriptions. I think around 
1,200. During the clinics, the teachers 

had  stories and activities to encour-
age the young and old.  On Tuesday 
evening, the men went to Ocho Rio to 
lead a service at Teen Challenge. 
Teen Challenge is an addition recov-

ery house for men. We sang songs, 
told jokes, and were able to offer 
words of  encouragement. A couple 
of men staying there shared their 
testimonies of their life, recovery 
and faith. At the end, we were able 
to mingle and talk to the men.  
Every Wednesday night, Harold and 
Teri would have Bible Club at the mis-
sion house for the children from the 
area. About 100 kids came to   Bible 
Club. It started with playtime and 
games and then they would break into 
different classes by age groups. After 

that, all 100 children were fed. They 
do this every week.  Going on this 
mission trip was a personal chal-
lenge for me. Besides going to Ni-
agara Falls and Toronto, I had 
never left the country, and I had 
never flown. I didn’t have a desire to 
do either one! I think the most im-
portant thing I learned is that I had 
to trust God. I asked for some kind 
of mission and God opened that 
door, provided the time and the re-
sources. He just asked me to trust 
Him and go.  The mission work was 
great. It was nice to be able to make 
a big difference in a family’s life in 
just a few short days.  I want to give 
thanks for everyone’s prayers be-
fore and during my trip. I would ask 
that we continue to pray for all the 
people of Jamaica for better oppor-
tunities, better living conditions, and 
for God to work in the hearts of the 
men, especially, to know Jesus as 
their Lord. Also, that they would be 
responsible for their children and their 
women. Stable family life, even 
among Christians is a rarity. Over 
85% of children are born out of wed-
lock. Women have a strong position in 
Jamaican life, and men are pretty 
much absent, either as good fathers 
or husbands. The church faces an 
almost impossible battle in this and 
other social and moral values. There 
is so much I have left out. If anyone 
has any questions, please ask me. If 
anyone would like to go on a mission 
trip, TEAMS is always looking and 
praying for men and women. I pray 
that I will be obedient to whatever 
God might ask me to do in the future.
